Worthy of our praise - By Pastor Tim Klein 
  

 The Lord has done many wonderful things (Psalm 111:2)! 

Read Psalm 111 

Here’s a thought. If you were to set about writing a list of the things for which you are thankful, 

where would you start? Where would it end? 

Would it be to follow the chronology of your life? Perhaps start with the gift of life that began as the 

Lord knitted you together in your mother’s womb (Psalm 139). Moving on to that moment when the 

Lord adopted you into his family through the gift of holy baptism (Matthew 28)? 

Or what about when you stood before the Lord, family and friends gathered around and made your 

vows to your life partner? ‘That is why a man leaves his father and mother and is united to his wife, 

and they become one flesh’ (Genesis 2:24). 

And then, if blessed with children, when you held your first child in your arms and marvelled at the 

amazing creativity of God – ‘Look, she even has your nose!’
